Loch Lomond North Britain Esq of the other part whereas the said to Sir Henry Paul Seale (who was 

married to his present wife in the year 1840) being seized of or well and sufficiently entitled to the 

messauges and other herediament's herein after described or referred to and intended to be hereby 

conveyed for an estate of freehold and inheritance in a fee simple in profession free from all 

encumbrances have contracted and agreed for the sale thereof to the said Hugh Mair who is a bachelor 

at or for the price of £6,438 of lawful money of Great Britain to the said Sir Henry Paul Seale paid by 

the said Hugh Mair at or before the execution of these presents (the receipt whereof the said Sir Henry 

Paul Seale doth here by admit and acknowledged and from the same sum and every part thereof the 

acquit release and discharge the said Hugh Mair his heirs executors administrators and assigns for ever 

by these presents) he the said Sir Henry Paul Seale doth by these presents grant and assure unto the 

said Hugh Mair his heirs all those messauges or dwellinghouses and gardens stables public house 

shops and herediament's respectively situated and being in the parishes of Townstal St Saviour's 

Dartmouth St Petrox and Stoke Fleming in the county of Devon specified in schedule hereto and 

delineated on the plan drawn on those presents and thereon coloured yellow. And all rights easements 

privileges and appurtenances to the said herediament's and premises respectively belonging or 

appertaining.
